(‘Maundy’ is derived from the first words of the traditional 
Latin anthem: ‘Mandatum novum do vobis’; A new 
commandment I give you; that you love one another as I have 
loved you.) 

 
CALL TO WORSHIP: 
Most merciful God, we your Church confess that often 
our spirit has not been that of Christ.                                           
Where we have failed to love one another as he loves 
us, Where we have pledged loyalty to him with our 
lips and then betrayed, deserted, or denied him, 
forgive us, we pray; and by your Spirit make us 
faithful in every time of trial; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord.
