I 

praise God for His mercy, His love, His power, His sovereignty, 

His beauty, His majesty, and anything else that comes flooding in-

to my mind. I try to visualize the awesomeness of God from one 

end of creation to the other end, and then I try to visualize that 

there are no ends to God’s creation. 
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Keeping God on my mind also includes keeping the Word of God on my 

mind. Some of my favorite verses include Proverbs 3:4-5; Matthew 
6:33; Psalm 23; Romans 8 and 8:28; and I John 1:9.
