Don’t forget that it is not too late
to make a donation to the HELP Scholarship Foundation which may also be claimed as a tax credit
on your 2014 Arizona State Tax Return. In fact, up until April 15, you may make a donation and
credit it to your 2014 tax year. Tuition Tax Credits can reduce (dollar-for-dollar) the amount that you
owe in state income taxes up to $2106 for a married couple (filing jointly) or $1053 for an individual.
These credits are also limited by your total tax liability. Visit www.helpscholarships.org for more
information or to make a donation. Flyers with donation brochures are also available at any of
Grace’s locations. If you have any questions about the Tuition Tax Credit program, please speak to
Stephanie Weinstein (520-909-8022) or one of the pastors.
