The First Lesson is 
frequently a 

reading from the 
Old Testament. It 
shares a common 
theme with the 
Second Lesson 

(often from one of 
the epistles) and 

the Gospel. 
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So Obadiah went to meet Ahab and 
told him, and Ahab went to meet 
Elijah. When he saw Elijah, he said to 
him, “Is that you, you troubler of 
Israel?” “I have not made trouble for 
Israel,” Elijah replied. “But you and 
your father’s family have. You have 
abandoned the LORD’s commands and 
have followed the Baals. Now summon 
the people from all over Israel to meet 
me on Mount Carmel. And bring the 
four hundred and fifty prophets of 
Baal and the four hundred prophets of 
Asherah, who eat at Jezebel’s table.” 
So Ahab sent word throughout all 
Israel and assembled the prophets on 
Mount Carmel. Elijah went before the 
people and said, “How long will you 
waver between two opinions? If the 
LORD is God, follow him; but if Baal is 
God, follow him.” But the people said 
nothing. Then Elijah said to them, “I 
am the only one of the LORD’s prophets 
left, but Baal has four hundred and 
fifty prophets. Get two bulls for us. 
Let them choose one for themselves, 
and let them cut it into pieces and put 
it on the wood but not set fire to it. I 
will prepare the other bull and put it 
on the wood but not set fire to it. 
Then you call on the name of your 
god, and I will call on the name of the 
LORD. The god who answers by fire—he 

is God.” Then all the people said, 
“What you say is good.” Elijah said to 
the prophets of Baal, “Choose one of 
the bulls and prepare it first, since 
there are so many of you. Call on the 
name of your god, but do not light the 
fire.” So they took the bull given them 
and prepared it. Then they called on 
the name of Baal from morning till 
noon. “O Baal, answer us!” they 
shouted. But there was no response; 
no one answered. And they danced 
around the altar they had made. At 
noon Elijah began to taunt them. 
“Shout louder!” he said. “Surely he is 
a god! Perhaps he is deep in thought, 
or busy, or traveling. Maybe he is 
sleeping and must be awakened.” So 
they shouted louder and slashed 
themselves with swords and spears, as 
was their custom, until their blood 
flowed. Midday passed, and they 
continued their frantic prophesying 
until the time for the evening 
sacrifice. But there was no response, 
no one answered, no one paid 
attention. Then Elijah said to all the 
people, “Come here to me.” They 
came to him, and he repaired the 
altar of the LORD, which was in ruins. 
Elijah took twelve stones, one for 
each of the tribes descended from 
Jacob, to whom the word of the LORD

Then the fire of the LORD fell 
and burned up the sacrifice, the wood, 
the stones and the soil, and also licked 
up the water in the trench. When all 
the people saw this, they fell 
prostrate and cried, “The LORD—he is 
God!

Now about food sacrificed to idols: We 
know that we all possess knowledge. 

Knowledge puffs up, but love builds 
up. The man who thinks he knows 
something does not yet know as he 
ought to know. But the man who loves 
God is known by God. So then, about 
eating food sacrificed to idols: We 
know that an idol is nothing at all in 
the world and that there is no God but 

one. For even if there are so-called 
gods, whether in heaven or on earth 
(as indeed there are many “gods” and 
many “lords”), yet for us there is but 
one God, the Father, from whom all 
things came and for whom we live; 
and there is but one Lord, Jesus 
Christ, through whom all things came 
and through whom we live.  

After this the Lord appointed seventy-
two others and sent them two by two 
ahead of him to every town and place 
where he was about to go. He told 
them, “The harvest is plentiful, but 
the workers are few. Ask the Lord of 
the harvest, therefore, to send out 
workers into his harvest field. Go! I am 
sending you out like lambs among 
wolves. Do not take a purse or bag or 
sandals; and do not greet anyone on 
the road. When you enter a house, 
first say, ‘Peace to this house.’ If a 
man of peace is there, your peace will 
rest on him; if not, it will return to 
you. Stay in that house, eating and 
drinking whatever they give you, for 
the worker deserves his wages. Do not 
move around from house to house. 
When you enter a town and are 
welcomed, eat what is set before you. 
Heal the sick who are there and tell 
them, ‘The kingdom of God is near 

you.’ But when you enter a town and 
are not welcomed, go into its streets 
and say, ‘Even the dust of your town 
that sticks to our feet we wipe off 
against you. Yet be sure of this: The 
kingdom of God is near.’ I tell you, it 
will be more bearable on that day for 
Sodom than for that town. Woe to 
you, Korazin! Woe to you, Bethsaida! 
For if the miracles that were 
performed in you had been performed 
in Tyre and Sidon, they would have 
repented long ago, sitting in sackcloth 
and ashes. But it will be more 
bearable for Tyre and Sidon at the 
judgment than for you. And you, 
Capernaum, will you be lifted up to 
the skies? No, you will go down to the 
depths. He who listens to you listens 
to me; he who rejects you rejects me; 
but he who rejects me rejects him 
who sent me.”
