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Clothes*
Plenty of T-shirts and shorts, and some nicer clothes for worship (including a pair of pants, skirt or dress).

Shoes*
At least one closed-toe pair for Rec Party and Mission Projects, a pair for other activities 

Mission Project Items*
T-shirts with sleeves (required), work gloves, bug repellant, water bottle, sunscreen, hat, and appropriate closed-toe shoes

*Please note that clothing and shoes worn on mission project sites may get damaged (paint, mud, grass stains, etc…) depending on the mission site to which a student is assigned.

For the Dance
This year’s dance theme is “Wild, Wild West. Bring something Western! (plaid, overalls, cowboy hats, etc..)

(Optional) For the Variety Show
Students will have the opportunity to participate in a variety show. Interested students should bring any materials needed to present their talent (i.e. musical instruments, costumes, poetry, etc…). All varieties and levels of talent welcome!

Towels and Linens
Because bed sizes vary, sleeping bags are recommended; boys need twin sheets, and girls need full or double sheets. Towels (hand and bath), washcloth(s), pillow 

Toiletries
Soap (for the sink and shower), shampoo/conditioner, deodorant, toothbrush, toothpaste, other personal hygiene items 

Bible and pen/pencil 

(Optional) Alarm clock or watch (Phones will be taken up as part of Digital Sabbath.) Youth will receive a “wake up call” of sorts each morning but are welcome to bring personal alarm clocks if desired.

Snacks (Optional but highly recommended)
Students may bring snacks and drinks to keep in their rooms. Because of the full schedule, the amount of work the students do during the day, and the nature of adolescence many students get very hungry at night during the camp week. Simple snacks help. Note that refrigerators are often available but not guaranteed, so please do not pack anything that is perishable.

Cash
· Money for 1 fast food meal
· Money for the mission offering (see below). 
· (optional) There is a camp store with souvenirs (t-shirts, hats, stickers, etc…) for sale if students are interested.
· There will also be a “Walmart Run” on the first night of camp for snacks and anything the students may have forgotten (even the most well organized families can forget things).

Mission Offering 
Each summer students are invited to participate in missions through personal giving. The mission offering is not the money left over after students have purchased things for themselves at camp (students will be reminded of this throughout the week), so talk with your children about sacrificial giving before the week of camp.
(Offering info from PASSPORT):
This summer students will learn about the Island of Bali and an arts community called Narwastu. They will hear about the work of Jonathan and Tina Bailey, who have served in Bali for twenty years working to create meaningful community through the arts. Their work extends the love of God to an international community, to children at risk living on the streets, and to people within the prison system. Campers will be invited to share an offering that will help the Baileys love this wild and wonderful part of the world.
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
