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“A Note on Lent

Lent is the forty-day season of reflection and preparation for the death and resurrection of
Jesus. It is a time of repentance, of considering Christ’s sufferings and rethinking how we
are called to take up our own crosses. Some of us give up things like chocolate or television
during this season as a sort of fasting, and others try to integrate something new into their
lives, like visiting folks in prison, sewing clothes, exercising, or praying. It is a good season
to rethink how we live and to let some things go, or maybe even to develop some new holy
habits. Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent. Traditionally, the palm branches from
Palm Sunday of the previous year are burned and the ashes are placed on the foreheads of

Christians as a sign of repentance.”
