As | continue to discern that this is a
season of “letting go” in my own life
and ministry, as | celebrate my 74"
birthday this month, | am grieving as
we move closer to a time when | will
be leaving here as your pastor. Yet
at the same time, | am so grateful
that we have come through this
much, this far, this relatively un-
scathed. | am deeply appreciative of
you as a wonderfully giving, faithful,
and committed congregation. You
are a delight to serve!
