rlando Buck, pastor of
OEmmanueI Baptist Church in

Elamville, recently had the
opportunity to stand firm in his faith.

because you can’t put a price on
someone’s eternity.”

That first profession of faith was
just the beginning of great things
that the Lord worked through the
carnival. Faith Radio had connected
Emmanuel with Patty Mills and the
Alabama Serving Our Savior (SOS)
team from Eastmont Baptist Church.
The team hosted a booth at the car-
nival and engaged people with a
unique Gospel presentation.
